e Students will be able to communicate with their PMSD teachers through Google
Suite (Classroom, Meet/Hangout/Chat, Email) throughout the week and during
“live” office hours (check- ins) on Wednesdays.

e Special Education teachers, ESL teachers, school counselors, etc. will be managing
their student caseloads and meeting face-to-face virtually with students during
the week.

The class is 100 % online with asynchronous meetings with the class or teacher.

e Full time, long term on-line option
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e Students will follow the PMSD curriculum using the Edgenuity Learning

Management System (LMS) grades 7 to 12 and PathBlazer Edgenuity LMS grades
K to 6 combined with the Google Classroom Suite for communication.
Students will view/complete work independently (asynchronously).
